Members serve in programs including: the REACH Center focusing on career,
education and personal development for at risk youth ages 16-24; Youth Build Program;
the Job Search Room; the computer skills lab; the retail training and Transitional
Employment and Career Help (TEACH) programs; the Work First Program and the food
services program. The Goodwill also partners with Bates Technical College Tutoring
Center where a member serves on campus to assist adult participants in job skills
training programs and tutoring.
