Driveways and parking areas at the Kennewick detachment, Wenatchee district headquarters, and Spokane district
headquarters need repair or replacement. (State Patrol Highway Account-State)

Replace HVAC-Kennewick Detachment

One of three Kennewick detachment's heating, ventilation and air conditioning (HVAC) units was replaced in the
2011-13 Biennium. The other two units are approaching the end of their life cycle and have higher operational
costs than new units. Funding is provided to replace the two aging units. (State Patrol Highway Account-State)

U.S. Open Security
The U.S. Open Golf Tournament will take place in June 2015. The Washington State Patrol expects significant
overtime for traffic control on the major highways and other activities.

Attorney General Legal Services

The agency's budget is adjusted to align with increased billing levels for legal services in the 2013-15 Biennium
because of an increased use of legal services in certain agencies and enhanced recruitment and retention efforts in
the Office of the Attorney General. (General Fund-State, Other Funds)

Office of Chief Information Officer Services

The agency's budget is adjusted to align with increased billing levels for the Office of the Chief Information
Officer because of implementation of the Washington master address service database. (General Fund-State, Other
Funds)

State Employee Health Insurance
Funding for state employee health insurance is adjusted from $763 per month per employee to $703 per month per
employee in Fiscal Year 2015. (General Fund-State, Other Funds)
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
